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ABSTRACT

Abstract

It is assumed that effective interaction between students and architectural spaces, along
with the presence of architectural qualities, creates conditions for learning architecture
through engagement with the environment. The most prominent environmental quality
is aesthetic quality. In architectural education, learners, through sensory interaction
with the environment, undergo a perceptual process that introduces them to an aesthetic
experience, encompassing both aesthetic pleasure and architectural pleasure. This
research focuses on "architectural pleasure™ in architectural education environments,
offering a fresh perspective on an important and innovative aspect of architectural
education. The research question is: If pleasure is considered one of the main
characteristics of architectural aesthetics, what manifestations of it can be observed in
architectural education spaces? To achieve this goal and address the research question,
the concept of architectural pleasure was examined in the Faculty of Architecture in
Yazd. This faculty is housed in the Rasoulian House, a Qajar-era building. The research
was conducted in two stages: library research and field studies. In the first stage,
relevant literature was reviewed to gain a general understanding of the concept of
"architectural pleasure,” and through logical reasoning, characteristics for the
emergence of architectural pleasure were identified. In the second stage, field studies
and empirical evidence were collected, and by referring to the literature, the
manifestation of architectural pleasure in the Faculty of Art and Architecture of Yazd
was presented in tables. The results of this research indicate that architectural pleasure
in this faculty, located in the traditional Rasoulian House, manifests in the forms of
physical pleasure, psychological pleasure, social pleasure, and ideological pleasure.

Research Objectives:
1. To explain architectural pleasure and its role in architectural education.

2. To examine the presence or absence of architectural pleasure in architectural
education environments.

Research Questions:

1. What is architectural pleasure, and how is it related to different levels of
pleasure?

2. In traditional houses repurposed as architecture faculties, what components of
architectural pleasure can be identified?
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Introduction

According to Roger Scruton, architecture is something that controls the entire
environment, and its impact is experienced over a lifetime, not in a limited observation.
Educational spaces are among the most influential spaces because they play a
constructive and effective role in the progress and evolution of human societies. In
addition to an appropriate learning process, learners need a suitable environment with
which they can interact (Rahimi Mand and Abbaspour, 2014: 122). Research shows a
clear relationship between the quality of educational spaces, their physical structure,
and education. Therefore, many issues related to educational spaces have been
specifically examined by researchers.

Among higher education spaces, the most importance can be attributed to architectural
education spaces, as they not only influence individual growth but also play a role in
training future designers. The physical aspect of architectural educational environments
should be such that it not only accommodates the function of architectural education
but also allows students to experientially grasp architectural concepts through
interaction with the physical structure. Benil Abodayeh, in relation to architectural
education, states: Design education should encompass a variety of methods and is not
exclusive; students should be exposed to diverse educational experiences (Mahmoudi
and Nari Ghomi, 2016: 69). Beauty is achieved when human senses perceive a kind of
aesthetic appreciation (Dabdeh, Sedigh, and Rezvanpanah, 2022: 12). The issue of
aesthetics is one of the most important concepts in the process of architectural
education, with an emphasis on experiential teaching methods. Exposure to aesthetic
pleasure and architectural pleasure in educational environments can stimulate students'
sense of aesthetics.

The fundamental question that needs to be addressed is: How can the architectural
quality of educational spaces enhance the learning objectives within those spaces?
Reflection in the field of educational psychology reveals theories that consider
observable, practical participation of learners—or in other words, their experiencing
and doing—as an essential part of the learning process (Farzian and Karbas, 2014: 88).
Exposure to architectural examples plays a significant role in the learning and formation
of active experiences for architecture students (Mirjani and Nadimi, 2018: 7). It seems
that the architecture school is the most significant example with which students have
the most and closest interaction. Through continuous exposure, they can experientially
and directly gain a proper understanding of the concepts they have learned. Therefore,
the quality of the architectural educational environment is of particular importance, and
special attention must be paid to the architecture of educational spaces, ensuring they
possess the qualities, meanings, and essential concepts of architecture.
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Among the most important of these concepts, which have always been emphasized by
theorists and experts and are considered the origin of other concepts, is the concept of
beauty and aesthetics. Aesthetics in architecture is a highly important philosophical
branch, and the analysis of architecture through aesthetics holds great significance (Eilz
and Wagner, 2009: 89). Scruton emphasizes the necessity of teaching aesthetics and
believes that modern architecture has led it astray. The failure of modern architecture
stems from a misunderstanding of this teaching and a tendency to reject the true
teachings of the eye and intuition in favor of false teachings of reason. However,
aesthetic taste, like any human ability, may remain at a childish and undeveloped level
and requires motivation and education to reach its full potential (Scruton and Hasper,
2014: 45). The concept of beauty, in and of itself, is not directly teachable. Rather, in
architectural education, beauty is something that humans gradually come to understand
over time. Therefore, it is fitting that architectural educational spaces possess the ability
to awaken the aesthetic spirit of students. Teaching the principles of aesthetics to
architecture students is not easy, but it is essential. Aesthetic pleasure is one of the main
components of aesthetics, serving as a motivating factor for the sense of aesthetics in
the physical environment. However, due to the speed of technology and the resulting
pressures, it is often overlooked today. It seems that exposing architecture students to
aesthetic pleasure and architectural pleasure can awaken their aesthetic spirit and lead
to an understanding of aesthetics.

In the present research, an effort has been made to reflect on the architectural
educational environment, which significantly impacts the quality of architectural
education, and to theoretically expand on the concept of pleasure. The aim is to
understand architectural pleasure and examine its manifestation in the educational
spaces of schools established in traditional houses.

Conclusion

Architectural education is responsible for transmitting concepts and knowledge that aid
in the practice of architecture, or the creation of architectural works. Empirical
knowledge plays a significant role in shaping architectural understanding. One of the
sources of this empirical knowledge is the reference to existing architectural works and
examples. Among the examples that architecture students frequently encounter during
their studies are architecture schools. The spaces associated with the activities of
architecture students should provide suitable and favorable conditions for their physical,
mental, emotional, and social growth.
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Today, the selection of old buildings, particularly traditional houses, as art and
architecture schools has become a topic of debate among many experts, with both
opponents and proponents. Proving the existence of architectural pleasure as the
primary component of aesthetics, which plays a fundamental role in architectural
education, could be an advantage in validating the suitability of such educational spaces.
However, it is also essential to note that the presence of architectural pleasure and
aesthetic richness in the environment is only one of the necessary conditions for
ensuring learning. Even if the educational environment is highly enriched, there are
many factors that must be considered in architectural education.

Architectural pleasure is achieved when architecture can fulfill an individual's spatial
expectations and embody architectural ideas, concepts, or archetypes with intelligence
and creativity. Paying attention to architectural pleasure in educational environments
can make this activity more engaging and exciting, enhancing its impact on its specific
audience (architecture students). The skill of architects, guided by their pleasure in
form, allows them to design material objects in terms of utility and aesthetics,
contributing to the advancement of their lives in both physical and psychological
realms. Therefore, exploring the implications of architectural pleasure for the
environment is significant.

From the findings of this research, it can be concluded that architectural pleasure is a
pleasant and delightful quality that, depending on individual characteristics, mental
background, and the duration of one's presence in the space, can manifest as immediate
(sensory) pleasure or enduring (intellectual) pleasure. If a space possesses the
components of architectural pleasure, the audience, based on their mental background,
may either stop at the stage of perceiving immediate and sensory (physical) architectural
pleasure when encountering the space or, through lingering in the space and positive
associations, reach higher layers of pleasure, such as rational architectural pleasure,
including social pleasure, psychological pleasure, and ideological pleasure.

The results of this study indicate that the art and architecture school of Yazd is highly
rich in terms of the necessary components for realizing architectural pleasure.
Architectural pleasure in this space is both sensory and intellectual, and it can manifest
in four forms: physical pleasure, psychological pleasure, social pleasure, and
ideological pleasure. Regarding visual pleasure, there are numerous examples
confirming the presence of all desired components proposed by Hildebrand, including
the principle of pleasure in views toward water, shelter and interior views, exploration,
seductive environments, risk, cognitive harmony, novelty of stimuli, and complexity
and order, which are abundantly observable and understandable in all visual sequences
of the architecture school. Students, based on their individual dispositions, benefit from
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various levels of architectural pleasure; as a result, their perception of architectural
pleasure leads to environmental aesthetics, which is highly beneficial in their
architectural education process.
